Frequently Asked Questions
When should I take the SAT?
We recommend that students first take the SAT
in the spring of their junior year. You can take
the SAT multiple times with no penalty. The PSAT
is offered in October and is usually taken in the
student’s sophomore or junior year. 

How do I sign up for the SAT?
All registration must be done through the College
Board, the makers of the SAT. You can register for
the test online at www.collegeboard.com or by
calling (800) 728-7267.

What does it cost to take the SAT?
The SAT costs $43.00. This includes score reports
sent to four colleges of your choosing. Additional
score reports are $9.50 each. Fee waivers are
available for disadvantaged students to help
defray the cost of the test. 

When do I receive my test score?
Score reports are available on the College
Board’s website approximately 2 weeks after the
test date. Score reports are mailed 3 weeks after
the test date.

Do I have to pay a materials fee in
addition to the course tuition? 
No. Unlike some other courses, there is no 
additional materials fee for any of our courses.
The course tuition that you pay includes all
materials, which are yours to keep once the
course has ended.
